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What is forest tenure?

Forest tenure refers to the (formal or informal) system that governs the
rights to forest land and resources, i.e., who can use which forest
resources, for how long and under what conditions.
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De Jure rights: are granted by a government, and are subject to formal legal
institutions. Formal or
De facto rights: have been established outside the realm of government regula-
tion and law—they are usually customary rights.
